Cannot enter with a one-day license, a
foreign license, or with a CBR license. 2) Must be a USA Citizen or a Permanent Resident. If license has
an "N" for Citizen, you will be not be able to register for the race. 3) Riders who meet the entry
requirements, but live outside the SCNCA territory, can compete but are not eligible for any title,
medal, or jersey. The three top spots are reserved for the first three SCNCA riders.
